As a Westfield Washington Public Library patron, you will 
be able to borrow materials from any library in the county 
using your WWPL library card. Other libraries in Hamilton 
County are:   
Carmel Clay, Hamilton East (Noblesville and Fishers), 
Hamilton North (Cicero and Atlanta), and Sheridan.   
 
To borrow from any of these libraries, you will be asked to 
present your current valid library card and a photo ID. You must return 
materials to the library from which the items were checked out. Please check 
with each library for additional information, as policies may differ among the 
different systems. (The PLAC is still required to check out materials from 
public libraries outside Hamilton County, for example, Indianapolis Marion 
County Public Library system). 

The painstaking process of changing to Evergreen Indiana was successfully 
completed by the beginning of November. This change has offered many 
benefits to our patrons. It gives you access to materials at all participating 
libraries throughout the state. Also, some of the expanded features include:  
• E-mail notifications regarding holds 
• Notification of due dates via e-mail three days prior to the due date 
• E-mail on actual due date prompting you to either return items or renew.  
• You can access information about your account in the My Account link. 
• View Items checked out in the Items Checked Out link. 
• View items on hold in the Items On Hold link. 
• View your fines in the Fines link. 
• Renew items online in the renew link. 
 And much more.

Dressler of the Carnegie Institution 
of Washington and his team are 
training some of the world’s largest 
telescopes on a small piece of sky 
in the constellation Sextans.

Why, “distant 
gas clouds enclosing primordial 
stars.” The magazine also lists the 
top science stories of 2009.” 
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Circulation for the month of November was 41,818 
compared to 39,688 in November of 2008. The 
number of new library cards issued during the month 
of November was 279. 

Discussion on the proposed budget cuts for 2010 
were held. In October we received word that the 2010 
operating budget would need to be reduced by 
approximately $160,000 due to the property tax caps 
and a reduction in County Option Income tax revenue.  
The proposal brought to the board was to reduce 
library service hours by one hour per day.  Opening 
the library at 10:00 am Monday through Saturday and 

reducing staff hours by two hours per staff member, 
we hope to be able to carryover the remainder of the 
deficit from the 2009 budget. The board, with regret, 
approved this proposal, so beginning January 2, 2010 
the library will be open 10:00 a.m. -8:00 p.m. Monday-
Thursday and 10:00 a.m.-6:00 p.m. Friday and 10:00 
a.m.-5:00 p.m. Saturday. 

On January 2, 2010, any Hamilton County Library 
holder will be able to use any of the other Hamilton 
County Libraries. There will be a special ribbon tying 
event on Friday January 15 at the Hamilton County 
Courthouse to publicly launch this wonderful program.
